What was required in 2004:
	The 2004 Child Nutrition & WIC (CNW) Reauthorization Act required that every local educational agency participating in the Federal School Meals Programs create a local school wellness policy by July 2006.  The law stated that schools must set goals for:



	· Nutrition education


	· Physical activity


	· Nutrition standards for all foods available in school (not just in the meals program)



	· Other school-based activities designed to promote student wellness


	· Measuring implementation of the local wellness policy
	

	To ensure that school wellness committees had a diverse representation of the school community, the legislation required that the wellness committee include at least one representative from each of the following groups:  



	· The school board


	· School administration


	· A representative of the school food authority



	· Parents


	· Students


	· A member of the public




What additions are required:
	The 2010 Healthy Hunger Free Kids Act (HHFKA) rule expands the scope of the wellness polices established in 2004.  It brings additional stakeholders into the development, implementation and review of the Local Wellness Policy (LWP) and requires public updates on the content and implementation of the LWP.  The intent is to strengthen the LWPs so they become useful tools in evaluating, establishing and maintaining healthy school environments, and to provide transparency to the public on key areas that affect the nutrition environment in each school.  The 2010 HHFKA requires that Local Education Agencies (LEAs):


	· Inform and update the public (including parents, students and others in the community) about the content and implementation of the LWP.


	· In addition to the 2004 requirements, include goals for nutrition promotion in the LWP.

	· In addition to the 2004 requirements, permit teachers of physical education and school health professionals to participate in the development of the LWP.


	· In addition to the 2004 requirements, permit all stakeholders named in 2004 and 2010 to participate in the implementation and periodic review and update of the LWP.


	· Measure periodically and make available to the public an assessment on the implementation of the LWP, including the extent to which schools are in compliance with the LWP, describe the progress made in attaining the goals of the 2010 LWP as it compares to the 2004 LWP.
	· Designate one or more LEA officials or school officials, as appropriate, to ensure that each school complies with the LWP.

Both the 2004 CNW requirements AND the 2010 HHFKA requirements are needed to make a complete Wellness

Document.
